 ABOUT THE COLLEGE

Govt Gandhi Memorial Science College Jammu, known in common

parlance as Science College, stands today the tallest among the Degree
Colleges in the state both historically and academically, and enjoys the
distinction of being the only Heritage College in Jamiuision and also

the Lead College of Cluster University of Jammu. The grandeur of its

' monumental buildings is an epitome of engineering feat that personifies its
" purpose to chisel out the best.

The coll ege came into beimebd whE&h5 H
Highness Maharaja Sir Pratap Singh announced the opening of this
educational institution. Although the foundation stone of this college was laid in July 1904 by the then Resident of ia$hamcis

Young Husband, amidst a vast lush greeraaf about 65 acres to form its campus, this fledgling took off under the leadership of Prof R. N.
Mukherjee as officiating Principal with an inaugural batch of 26 students on roll in 1907. The college has come a longevibgrsi
fulfilling the acadent aspirations of students and contributing actively its literati share to knowledge pool of the nation while upholding the
essence of traditions and nurturing the moral values.

The Prince of Wales College was affiliated to Punjab University Lahore in M8§. Initially a stream of subjects namely English,
Mathematics, Chemistry, History, Persian, Sanskrit and Philosophy were taught up to the Intermediate state. In JanGaoidg318nd

Arabic subjects were introduced and gradually most of the courses upgraded to the graduation level. The college was shifted to its
present location on 18th September 1912 with Prof. S. Robson as the Principal. By virtue of it having probably thestvasturdran the

whole of Northern India, the college attre@tscholars and teachers of repute and stature as its faculty members and hence the college
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excelled academically. The doyen of Indian Geology Dr. D. N. Wadia established the Department of Geology in 1930. lentpartm
museum, with its rich and rarel@ztion, continues to be one of the best museums of Geology in the whole of Northern India.
From 1931 onwards the collegdmitted both male and femadtidents on its rolls till 1944, when a separate Maharani Mahila College was
opened in the Present LughAcademyat Kachi Chawni. However, imedical stream, female studentstinued to be on the rolls till as late
as 1966. In recent years, with the introduction of subjects like Electronics, Computer Applications, Functional EnglistindBCA
Postgraduateourses in Geology and English the college has agaen started admitting female students. The college continued to
expandand in 1940 Sh. K. G. Sayaiden, the then Direstdfducation inaugurated an independent Library block. Around the same time, the
Arts Block came up and subsequently departments eBBiences and Geography were also added.
The undercurrent of patriotism and acknowledgement of the efforts of the Father of the Nation, led to renaming of tbé \Welese
College to Govt. Gandhi Meorial College on 20th May 1948.
With the changing perspective of the students and the teachers, the focus of this college is turning to foster globatiesrapeing the
students by enriching the academic milieu and through introduction of marketedriategrated UG and PG programmes. Our resolve of
carving out a niche at national level stands vindicated. In recognition of its contributions to academics over morey/ézais, Hd@ based on
the evaluation of quality parameters, this college hasedayet another distinction in its NIRF ranking by MHRD, Govt of India and has
been ranked at 151200 band of colleges among the Degree Colleges of India. The present administration of the college shall ensure th
